Occupation Description
Diagnose, treat, and help prevent disorders of the mind.

Nature of Work

Psychiatrists are the primary mental health caregivers. They assess and treat mental illnesses
through a combination of psychotherapy, psychoanalysis, hospitalization, and medication.
Psychotherapy involves regular discussions with patients about their problems; the psychiatrist
helps them find solutions through changes in their behavioral patterns, the exploration of their
past experiences, or group and family therapy sessions. Psychoanalysis involves long-term
psychotherapy and counseling for patients. In many cases, medications are administered to
correct chemical imbalances that cause emotional problems.

medical staff; prepare and submit evaluation reports to the courts on either civil or forensic
matters.

e Employees lead interdisciplinary team in interviewing new patients to assess mental status,
establish diagnosis and determine appropriate therapeutic treatment.

Knowledge

Medicine and Dentistry — Knowledge of the information and techniques needed to diagnose
and treat human injuries, diseases, and deformities. This includes symptoms, treatment
alternatives, drug properties and interactions, and preventive health-care measures.

Therapy and Counseling — Knowledge of principles, methods, and procedures for diagnosis,
treatment, and rehabilitation of physical and mental dysfunctions, and for career counseling and
guidance.

Psychology — Knowledge of human behavior and performance; individual differences in ability,
personality, and interests; learning and motivation; psychological research methods; and the
assessment and treatment of behavioral and affective disorders.
